Shore Convenor’s Report

Shore Report Arbroath Sunday 15th January

Mid range tide, calm conditions frosty slight roll water not very coloured HW 18:00 fishing from 14:00-20:00, boundaries Ballies-Arbroath cliffs, areas fished Victoria Park, Ballies, Cliffs, Harbour.


Not an evening that gave particularly good conditions but we gave it a good try 

 The troops split into 3 groups Robert, Scot, and Ross electing to fish the North end of Victoria Park the result one cod which picked up the sweep, Wullie Craig and I elected to tackle Victoria Park this resulted in a 3 Bearded Rockling for Wullie and a Coalfish for myself taken after the tide turned and in darkness, the third group Ian, Pete, Robert and Speerzy (guest) decided on Ballies and picked up a couple of three bearded rockling and a flounder. I think this venue gave opportunity for those a bit more adventurous yet allowing the bit less experienced to gain experience on the requirements for winter rougher ground Cod fishing.


Our next outing will be to Loch Etive on Sunday the 12th of February HW 22:40 (upper loch) LW 14:40 Fishing from 13:00-19:00 Meeting Place will be Taynuilt Slip at 11:30,Walk off/Drive off will take place 11:45 Sharp, this is to allow club members to tackle various “Hotspots” around the loch, Areas within the boundaries with better accessibility are Taynuilt Slip, Bon Awe Quarry, Other areas worth Considering are the Walk( ¾ mile) through the Quarry (Flat Rock ) deeper water the somewhere/elsewhere marks the School, Dunstaffinage, Airds Bay (my own plan is the Quarry Walk and an Hour at Airds Bay after Dark depending on the weather)

Rigs would be clipped pulleys with wire bite lengths (lumi beads) big baits mounted on 2/0 Pennell style hooks using 170g leads will carry the big baits out more effectively. Baits will be the usual Squid, Mackerel. Bluey,  Sandeel. The plan is to meet back at Taynuilt by 20:00 My Contact Number will be 0775 990 1202 Please do not Head home without contacting me or leaving a message

SILVER LURE S.A.C. NOMINATED SPECIES CHAMPIONSHIP 
RULES (BOAT & SHORE) 
1 THE COMPETITION(S) 


The Competitions shall be named. 
(a) The Silver Lure S.A.C. Nominated Species Boat Championship. 


(b) The Silver Lure S.A.C. Nominated Species Shore Championship. 


The Competition(s) is open to all members of Silver Lure S.A.C. 
The Competition(s) is a specimen hunt, with a number of species targeted within the period from Annual General Meeting to Annual General Meeting. 
The Competition(s) shall be competed, outwith and in conjunction with, Club Championship matches. 
The Champion(s) shall be the club member(s) who accrues the greatest number of points during the annual period. 

                                    ORGANISATION OF THE COMPETITION(S)

 
A club member shall be elected to the management committee, having responsibility for: 


              (a) The selection of species to be targeted during the annual period. 


(b) The collection of claims and calculation of points due. 


(c) The compilation of championship tables for publication in the club newsletter. 


3 CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS 


(a) Points shall be awarded to the club members for specimens of the nominated species caught within the specified periods. 


(b) Points shall be awarded as a percentage of the established club record weight at commencement of the competition, for each of the species nominated. 


(c) Where no club record exists for the species nominated, the number of points awarded shall be 100(100%). 


4 CLAIMING POINTS 


(a) Points may be claimed for any takeable size fish of the nominated species, caught within Scottish waters, inside the specified periods. Periods shall run from club meeting to club meeting. The period between the November and January, meetings will be classed as a double period. 


(b) Claims from any period should be submitted at or before the club meeting which marks the end of that period. However, in cases where a club member is unable to attend a meeting to submit his claim in person, a claim may be submitted by telephone prior to the aforementioned club meeting. 


(c) Claims should be made on the appropriate claim form, signed by a witness to the capture of the specimen, and if possible, a photograph should be included.

(Or alternatively by email, text, via the Club forum or by private message.)

(d) Claims may be submitted for any number of the Nominated Species, which have been caught by a competitor during the current period. Claims may be submitted for a specimen of any species previously claimed during a preceding period, when such a specimen betters the previous claimed specimen. 


(e) Acceptance of claims shall be at the discretion of the committee.
