            Rules for the August Club Shore Outing (Species Hunt)

1. Meeting place shall be the Public Car Park at Cairnryan Lighthouse.

2. The draw shall take place in the normal way but it will be between cars, rather than individual anglers.

3. Instead of a “walk-off” this outing will be a “drive-off”

4. The boundaries for this outing are Finnarts Bay, Cairnryan to Stairhaven Village, encompassing the whole of the North and South Rhinns of Galloway.

5. This will be a 1 rod only outing, with a maximum of 3 hooks used. A treble hook counts as 3 hooks.

6. Anglers must fish a MINIMUM of 3 marks during the outing and must spend no more than 2 hours fishing time on each mark.

7. This outing will be scored on the amount of species caught. To qualify, the fish must be in-size, according to existing Club rules, and must not be a mini-species (i.e. the species must show on the Club record list)

8.  Anglers should be reminded that they may weigh fish for Nominated Species/ Club record purposes.

9. If possible, fish should be photographed on camera or mobile phone, where its capture cannot be witnessed.

10. Weigh-in shall be back at Cairnryan Lighthouse car park and shall close at 7.45pm

Caught a good fish ? – Want to know what it weighs ?
Forget the spring balance - just measure its total length !
PRIVATE "TYPE=PICT;ALT=no weigh logo"
Weighing a fish by measuring its length means you can get it back in the water quickly !!

You'll find a 'calculator ' for some of the key whitefish here and for several shark species here. Both tables will be added to as more data is gathered.

The calculator is based on 1000's of observations made by a variety of scientific bodies over the past three decades or so, however, if anyone has any historic accurate records of weight / length for any species, they could be very useful in refining the models - please forward them to this email address.

Though there is no doubt that fish can have different weights for the same length dependent on several factors – whether they are gravid, post spawning, sick or healthy, have good access to food-stocks etc., weight estimation based on a fish's length offers a credible alternative to the spring balances typically in use by anglers as any in-accuracies will be the same for everyone.

With the increased vulnerability of many of the species we are interested in catching, unless keeping a fish for the table, it makes sense to do everything in our power to return it with the minimum of handling and as fast as possible.
