ETIVE TIPS

Below was  a very short version of an article that appeared in a previous newsletter, written and provided byGareth Griffiths. As I am not aware as to whether this appeared in a newsletter that was posted online, I am going to play safe and this will not be included on the version that gets posted on the website. If any member wishes a copy of  either  version, please let me know, and I will e-mail them a copy.  The short version gives tips on tactics and rigs for fishing Loch Etive. The complete article, gives a report on all the trips that Gareth had made round about 2003ish.
SILVER LURE CHOCOLATE CHALLENGE RULES.

As we have now entered a new fishing year, I thought I might remind members of our rules for the “choccy challenge”, which is totally voluntary and just a bit of fun on the day.

1. The competition to be called “The Silver Lure Chocolate Challenge”.

2. Anyone participating at a Club Outing may take part.

3.The entry fee at each outing shall be one standard size bar of chocolate (although a bigger bar may be contributed at the entrants discretion – if he’s daft), the variety to be of each individuals choosing.

4.The winner of the sweep shall be participant who weighs in the lightest taking size fish, other than a lesser spotted dogfish, at each match. In the event of no species other than lesser spotted dogfish being captured, or no fish being returned to the scales at a match, the pool shall “roll over” to the next match. The participants will agree on one of their number, (other than Big Boaby as he is back of his diet), to hold the pool.

5.In the event of the pool holder neglecting to bring the pool to the subsequent match, (eating it) he will have to replace it with double the quantity.

6. Anyone not in possession of a chocolate bar prior to the outing will not be eligible to participate at that outing.

7. Any participant found to be taking the competition seriously will be disqualified. (Bish, that means no size 18 hooks.)

As you’ll have gathered from the above rules, it’s just a bit of extra fun that provides a focus for some banter, please pay special attention to rule 7.

THE TALE OF THE SHORE CLUB RECORD TOPE

Another red letter day. 
Just over a year ago I think,  Wullie Pollock and myself headed for Loch Aline, conger fishing the plan (really just a good weekend), when we got there, Duncan And Kenny were there, one of them (ambitiously) sliding a double sandeel bait all the way down.

I set up my rods, all five, (one was a wrasse rod) and squeezed in beside Kenny. I quickly caught a cuckoo wrasse, condemning Duncan to another couple of hours of wrasse fishing. Wullie caught a couple of not bad ballans down the side of the pier.

I then got down to the serious side of the business. Wullie had been in charge of the bait, so I dug in, looking for a nice sized mackerel for conger fishing. I was a trifle perturbed when I discovered every mackerel was in the two pounds range. Undaunted by this and full of bravado from the earlier success with the cuckoo wrasse, I quickly turned it into a flapper and impaled it on an 8/0 forged hook.

The look on Duncan’s face was to be treasured as I sent this monstrosity to Davy Jones locker (naw, not him from the monkees), another soon joined it. Soon all four rods were in action.

Wullie was soon in action landing the first of three congers (best in the 15lb region) and none of my rods were moving. Wullie’s MENTAL tactics seemed to be paying off, 15lb line and a 1oz baw weight, sometimes you could scream and scream until you’re sick.

However, things were about to change soon. After a very positive bite developed on my old cod six and line started to disappear, mindful of the line capacity of a 7000, and having been emptied here before, I struck in, felt the fish, and then the rod went light. Quickly realising that my lead still had not caught with the slider, I wound harder, quickly regaining contact with the fish, then the tip slammed over and went light again. Once more I regained contact with the fish. 

This wasn’t a skate, must be a monster conger. Still, it was a strange fight. This puzzling performance continued to near the surface. Wullie was at hand as I struggled with the mystery fish. As it cleared the ledge, the nearly pensioned off cod six hooped over and line piled off the reel. It’s a bloody big conger and it’s trying to get into the safety of the pier. I applied serious sideways pressure, stopped the fish, and eased it to the surface.

At this time, Wullie and I had only caught a glimpse of the fish sub-surface. Wullie headed round to the side of the pier where I had landed his conger earlier. I was still puzzled, and that brief glimpse didn’t look like a conger to me. I edged closer to the side as I worked the fish round the pier, at this point I could see that this was no conger, but a large angry tope. , 

Praying that the longliner mono would not part, I shouted to Wullie that this was not a conger he would be landing, but a rather large tope and to just grab its tail, hold on, and I would assist, nothing daunts cool hand Wullie, up on to the pier he sauntered with my new Club record tope of twenty six and a half pounds.

I took three photos (unfortunately none of which came out).  We then released the tope. 

I must have walked around that pier for about half an hour in an ecstatic haze. Pumped full of adrenaline before sending another 2lb mackerel out into the deep just in case there was a bigger one out there.

These memories are still vivid in my head, that’s a real red letter day.

AGM PROPOSALS 2011
Below are the proposals received for discussion at the AGM.

(1) Float fishing:  There will be no float fishing allowed on any club boat outing.

Seconded by Robert Wilson.       (Fishing Rules)

(2)   Boat draw:   When a club boat outing has exceeded the number of anglers, a draw will take place and the name / names that are drawn out of the hat will be excluded from that trip. Their name will automatically go down for the next trip if they do wish to go on it. The name / names will not be put into the drawn again until all names have been exhausted.

Seconded by David McNair.       (Fishing Rules)

(3) Nominated species: Nominated species will be made before each season starts. (For both Boat and Shore)

Seconded by Wullie Pollock           (Fishing Rules)

(4) Could we add about the drink and drug statement into the rules and constitution, i.e.
Silver Lure cannot condone the drinking of Alcohol by its members (or guests) whilst participating in Club Boat or Shore Outings. Sea Angling is a potentially dangerous Sport and excessive drinking presents real dangers to everyone involved. In addition, public displays of alcohol consumption do little to promote the good reputation of Silver Lure. Any member found guilty of disorderly conduct as a result of alcohol consumption on a Club outing will be deemed to have brought the Club into disrepute, and will be dealt with accordingly. 
Silver Lure recognises that the possession /consumption of illegal drugs is a serious criminal offence. Any member found to be in possession of any illegal substances will be deemed to have brought the Club into disrepute and will be dealt with accordingly.







Seconded by Robert Swan        (Constitution)

(5)Constitution rule 35: Could we change the wording, notification of cancellation should be made to the boat convenor no less than one week before date of boat trip. (Proposal withdrawn)

(6)  Fees: All club subscriptions must be paid in full before the start of the first boat / shore outing.

Seconded by Wullie Pollock (Constitution)

(7) Boat placing: A draw will take place before boarding the boat, conducted by the boat convenor to determine the boat placings for each angler, also all monies will be paid in full before boarding. (This will save time from having to move equipment around on the boat.) Anglers shall fish only from their drawn position.

Seconded by Willie Carr    (Fishing Rules)

(8) Lines down & lines up: Anglers must follow the boats skipper / boat convenor’s instructions for “lines down” and “lines up”. There is to be no deliberate delay in bringing lines up. Any fish hooked clearly after lines up will not count. If an angler has a fish hooked at the shout of “lines up” he / she should clearly state he / she has a fish on.

Seconded by David McNair     (Fishing Rules)

(9) Points: It is each angler’s responsibility to make sure that all fish are recorded on the score board by shouting the fish size, species and position to the skipper for him to record it.

Seconded by Willie Carr    (Fishing Rules)

(10) Cancellation: If you put your name down for any boat trip and you cancel for what ever reason then you must pay a percentage of the cost.  (Proposal withdrawn)

All the above proposed by Ron Howe

I propose that the club should reinstate the junior boat subsidy at a rate of 50% of the cost of a boat place capped to a maximum sum of £20.

These will now, with the exception of 5 and 10, be incorporated into the Constitution and Standing Orders, and Fishing Rules respectively.

CONSTITUTION AND STANDING ORDERS
2011-2012
The name of the Club shall be The Silver Lure Sea Angling Club, and it shall be referred to hereinafter as "Silver Lure SAC" or "The Club"

1 Objectives: Our vision is to promote and encourage all aspects of sea angling in the area, through the provision of Club facilities, coaching and development, and to encourage Conservation within the sport of Sea Angling. 
2 Equity: The Club is committed to ensuring that equity is incorporated visibly, across all aspects of its development. Silver Lure SAC acknowledges that Sports equity is about fairness in sport, equality of access, recognising inequalities and taking steps to address them. We respect the rights, dignity, and worth of every person, and will treat everyone equally within the context of their sport, regardless of age, ability, gender, race, ethnicity, religious belief, sexuality or social/economic status. The Club is committed to every individual having the right to enjoy their sport in an environment free from threat of intimidation, harassment and abuse. All Club members have a responsibility to oppose discriminatory behaviour and to promote equality of opportunity. Silver Lure SAC will treat any incidence of discriminatory behaviour seriously, according to Club disciplinary procedures. 

3 Child Protection Silver Lure SAC recognises its duty of care to safeguard all our junior members from harm. All young people, whatever their age, culture, disability, gender, language, racial origin, religious belief or sexual identity, have the right to protection from abuse. The Club is committed to creating and maintaining an environment which is as safe as possible, where our youngsters can enjoy their sport.  We will ensure that our volunteers are both responsible and suitable to carry out their duties, and will appoint a named Child Protection Officer, who will be suitably trained and vetted, to act as the point of contact for parents or relevant authorities. No personal details of youngsters shall be given out to any Third Party. We will regularly review our Child Protection Policy when required, to bring it in line with current legislation, and will ensure that rules are in place which allow us to remove any member who has been found to have acted inappropriately.

Alcohol and Drugs Silver Lure cannot condone the drinking of Alcohol by its members (or guests) whilst participating in Club Boat or Shore Outings. Sea Angling is a potentially dangerous Sport and excessive drinking presents real dangers to everyone involved. In addition, public displays of alcohol consumption do little to promote the good reputation of Silver Lure. Any member found guilty of disorderly conduct as a result of alcohol consumption on a Club outing will be deemed to have brought the Club into disrepute, and will be dealt with accordingly. 
Silver Lure recognises that the possession /consumption of illegal drugs is a serious criminal offence. Any member found to be in possession of any illegal substances will be deemed to have brought the Club into disrepute and will be dealt with accordingly.

4 Membership
(a) Membership of Silver Lure SAC shall be by application form only.

(b) Membership shall consist of Senior Members, Junior Members and Honorary Members. Senior and Junior members shall pay an annual membership fee, which shall become renewable at the Annual General Meeting. Honorary members are exempt from the annual membership fee.

(c) Junior members must be under the age of sixteen years, at the Annual General Meeting. Junior membership shall only be accepted with the written consent of a parent or guardian.

(d) Honorary members shall be nominated by the Management Committee at the Annual General Meeting.

5 Members may compete for trophies and prizes offered by Silver Lure SAC.

6 Members of Silver Lure SAC may not hold membership with any other club which affiliates to the same SFSA Regional body. No member may hold dual Committee membership with Silver Lure SAC and any other sea angling club.

7  (a) Membership shall be limited to one hundred (100).

    (b) In the event that all one hundred Full memberships are taken up, Associate membership shall be offered to those persons wishing to join Silver Lure SAC. Such members shall pay an Associate members fee of £3.00 per annum, and consequently, may attend meetings, outings and events organised by The Club, but they may not compete for Trophies or Prizes offered by The Club, nor may they hold voting rights. Associate members shall be offered full membership if and when this becomes available.

8.Fees: All club subscriptions must be paid in full before the start of the first boat / shore outing.

9 Members may resign from Silver Lure SAC at any time by notifying the Club Secretary in writing. Any subscriptions paid prior to resignation shall be non-refundable.

10 Members who are deemed by the Committee to have committed gross misconduct may be expelled from Silver Lure SAC, or be suspended from membership for a minimum period of one year. Any subscriptions paid prior to expulsion or suspension shall be non-refundable.

Management 

11 The management of Silver Lure SAC shall be vested in a Committee of Management, consisting of three officers (Chairperson, Club Secretary and Club Treasurer), and six Ordinary members (Minutes Secretary, Boat Convenor, Shore Convenor, Fish Recorder, Trophy Custodian and Learning Co-ordinator).

(a) The Chairperson shall preside at all meetings. In the Chairpersons absence, the meeting may elect a Chairperson for that evening.

(b) The Secretary shall conduct all correspondence, keep a record of all Championships and competitions in which The Club is involved, and maintain records of members contact details.

(c) The Treasurer shall keep books of account, prepare monthly statements of income and expenditure for presentation at Club meetings, and shall prepare an annual statement of finance at the Annual General Meeting. In addition, the Treasurer shall be placed in charge of all Club fund-raising activities.

(d) A Committee member shall be appointed Minutes Secretary, who shall be responsible for keeping an accurate record of all Club meetings.

(e) A Committee member shall be appointed Boat Convenor, who shall be responsible, as directed by the Management Committee, for booking boats for use by Club members, for recording names and for the collection of booking fees from members for said boats, and for organising Club boat Championships. . 

(f) A Committee member shall be appointed Shore Convenor, who shall be responsible, as directed by the Management Committee, for appointing venues for Club shore outings, and for organising Club shore Championships. 

(g) A Committee member shall be appointed Fish Recorder, who shall be responsible for the accurate recording of all shore and boat caught record fish, and for making these records known to Club members.

(h) A Committee member shall be appointed Trophy Custodian, who shall have responsibility for the annual recovery, purchase and engraving of all Club trophies.

(i) A Committee member shall be appointed Learning co-ordinator, who shall be responsible for the delivery of learning within the Club, and for the building of relationships between Silver Lure SAC and other organisations (schools etc).

12  (a) A Webmaster shall be appointed. This will be a non-Committee position, with responsibility for the maintenance and updating of the Silver Lure SAC website.

      (b) A Child Protection Officer shall be appointed. A non -Committee position, this shall be a suitably qualified individual, who will act as the point of contact for our young members for parents and for relevant authorities, trained to respond immediately and appropriately to any allegation of abuse.  

      (c) Two auditors shall be appointed. These shall be non-Committee positions, with responsibility for auditing the Club's finances, prior to the submission of the financial accounts at the Annual General Meeting.

13  (a) The above posts may be combined or individual appointments made.

      (b) The term of office for all posts shall be one year, but post-holders are eligible for re-election. 

      (c) The Committee shall be re-constituted each year at the Annual General Meeting.

      (d) No member may be nominated for office without their prior consent.

      (e) Posts shall be filled by way of a simple majority vote cast at the Annual General Meeting.

      (f) Members whose subscriptions are unpaid at the Annual General Meeting shall not be eligible for office.  

14 The Management Committee shall meet at least once per month, except holiday periods, the meeting being intimated by the Secretary, not less than 14 days before the meeting.

15 A quorum shall consist of 4 members, including at least 2 officers, or two-thirds of the members, whichever is less.

16 The Committee shall have powers to co-opt members to fill vacancies during its term of office, and to form sub-committees.

General Meetings

17 All general meetings shall take place on the last Thursday of each month, with the exception of December, when no general meeting shall be held.

18 At all general meetings, 8 members shall constitute a quorum, and all matters (except amendments to the Constitution) shall be decided by a simple majority of those members who cast a vote on that matter. The Chairperson shall have a casting vote.

19 If during any general meeting, the Chairperson shall find that there is less than a quorum of members present; a roll call of members shall be taken of members after a lapse of 30 minutes. If a quorum is not then present, the meeting shall be terminated.

20 The order of business at all General Meetings shall proceed as follows (unless otherwise directed by The Chairperson, who may alter the order of business):

         Preliminaries

         Apologies

         Minutes of last meeting

         Matters arising

         Reports

         Matters of Motions (of which the required written notice has been given)

         Any other Business 

21 The Annual General Meeting shall be held on the last Thursday of September each year. The business to be conducted at the AGM shall include:

         Chairperson’s address

         Secretary's Annual Report

         Presentation of full audited financial accounts

         The election/re-election of Officers/ Committee/ Non-Committee posts.

         Any other Business.

22 The nomination of Officers and Management Committee members must be made at the Annual General Meeting, and each nominee must be duly proposed and seconded.

23 An Extraordinary General Meeting may be convened at any time by the Club Secretary, on the instructions of the Management Committee, or on the receipt of a written request signed by at least 10 members and clearly stating the business to be transacted.

Powers and Duties of The Chairperson

24  (a) The Chairperson shall preserve order, ensure that every member shall have a fair hearing, and ensure that due and sufficient opportunity is given to members who wish to express their views on the subject under discussion.

      (b) The Chairperson shall decide between two or more members rising to speak, by calling on the member who has first caught his/her eye.

      (c) The Chairperson shall decide on all matters of order, competency and relevance.

      (d) The Chairperson shall, if requested by any member, as the mover of a motion or amendment, state its terms.

25 The decision of the Chairperson shall be final, and not open to question or discussion. Deference shall at all times be paid to the authority of the Chairperson.

Motions/Questions of Order

26  (a) It shall be competent for any member to move a motion (for which the requisite notice has been given), or a motion arising out of any business regularly before the meeting. Motions to alter or rescind a resolution of the meeting shall not be competent within 7 months from the date of that resolution, unless it has the consent of two thirds of the members voting on that matter.

      (b) Members shall not be entitled to propose a motion (other than one arising directly out of a matter regularly before the meeting) unless notice of such a motion has been given at a previous meeting, or has been transmitted to The Secretary at least 14 days before the meeting. Such notice shall be kept by the Club Secretary, and shall be available for inspection by any member. In the absence of the member who has transmitted notice of a motion, any member may move the motion.

      (c) Motions other than those on the agenda shall not be discussed or adopted, except where a simple majority of those casting a vote agree to deal with the matter as urgent.

      (d) Where a question of order is raised, the member addressing the meeting shall resume their seat, until the decision is reached on the question of order. No member, other than the member who raised the question of order, may speak on the question, except with the Chairperson's permission. The decision on the question shall be made by the Chairperson, whose decision shall be final. Once the decision is reached on the question of order, the original member who was addressing the meeting shall be entitled to proceed with the discussion.

27 Proposed changes to the Constitution and Standing Orders of Silver Lure SAC must be intimated in writing to the Club Secretary at least 14 days prior to the Annual General Meeting. Any proposed changes must be passed by a two-thirds majority at the AGM or EGM.

Order Of Debate

28  (a) Every member shall address The Chair, and shall direct their speech to the matter before the meeting, either by proposing, seconding or supporting the motion at hand, or to make a point of order.

      (b) Members may not speak supporting a motion or amendment until the same has been seconded.

      (c) The mover of a motion or amendment shall have the right of reply, but he may not introduce new matter. Once he has commenced his reply other members shall not be permitted to speak on the matter. The discussion shall be closed and the question will be put by the Chairperson.

      (d) Any amendments to a motion must be relevant to that motion, and members may not move or second more than one amendment to a motion.

Voting 

29 Where a motion and one amendment only are before the meeting these may be voted on together. If there are more than one amendment, the amendment last proposed shall be put against the amendment immediately preceding, and so on, until only one amendment remains, which shall be voted on against the original motion.     

Finance 

30 The Club Financial Year shall be from 1st September until 31st August.

31 Silver Lure SAC shall hold bank accounts with a recognised Bank. All cheques drawn against The Club's accounts shall be signed by The Club Treasurer and, if necessary, counter-signed by The Chairperson or Club Secretary.

32 The financial accounts of Silver Lure SAC shall be audited annually by two elected ordinary members, prior to submission at the Annual General Meeting.

33 In the event of The Club being wound up, all Club funds and assets shall be held in trust, pending the re-constitution of Silver Lure SAC. Four Management Committee members will administer this trust.

34 Silver Lure SAC shall subsidise Junior members participating on Boat outings at a rate of 50% of the cost of a boat place, capped to a maximum sum of £20. 
35 The Boat Convenor shall be allocated a returnable cash float, to be used to facilitate the payment of Club boat deposits. This float is to be reviewed annually.

36 Any member booking a Boat place with Silver Lure SAC shall be personally responsible for the payment of that booking, regardless of whether they attend that outing or not. Notification of cancellation should be made to the Boat Convenor as soon as possible.
SILVER LURE SEA ANGLING CLUB

FISHING RULES 2011-2012 

1.       Fishing is only to take place within the times and limits laid down by the Boat or shore Convenor.

2.       Fishing will be with rod, reel, and line only.

3. (a)  Participants in all Club outings may fish with only one rod fully fitted up unless advised otherwise that an outing      

           has been previously designated as a two rod outing by the boat / shore convenor (Spare rods and reels over and   

           Above these may be assembled; the running line threaded through the rod rings and attached to a swivel or link, 

           but no end tackle of hooks, hook lengths or sinkers may be fitted.)  
   (b). Drilled bullets or any weight acting as a drilled bullet for the purpose of cocking or setting a float, which is to be 

          attached to the running (or main) line above the swivel or link is defined as non end-tackle. 

4.    Rods shall have a minimum length of 1.52m (5ft).  The maximum length for boat fishing will be 3.04m (10ft).

          There is no maximum length for shore fishing.

5.    Hydraulic, electric and double-handed reels are not permitted.

6.       The running line is not to be more than 80lbs breaking strain for multi- strand types (Dacron, etc.), and not more

           than 0.75mm diameter for monofilament types (this does not apply to events designated as special events, e.g.   

           for Tope, Conger, Skate, Shark and Halibut)

7.       The maximum of three (3) hooks may be used at boat or shore outings unless advised by the boat or shore 

          convenor, a treble hook counts as three (3) hooks and a double hook counts as two (2) hooks.

8.       Artificial lures may be of any type and size, but may only be fitted with hooks not exceeding 6/0 in size.

9.       The deliberate foul hooking of fish is not permitted; however, accidental foul hooked fish will be eligible for 

          weigh-in.  If a fish is hooked by two anglers, the angler with the hook in the fish’s mouth may weigh-in the fish.  

          If both anglers have hooked the fish in the mouth or in the body, the fish will not count for weigh-in. 

          Fish retrieved on lost traces, will not be eligible for weighing in.
10.     Anglers may receive the help of others to gaff or lift a fish.

11.     The rod is not to be rested on boat gunwales, capstans or rod seats, etc, while playing a fish.  Hand lining is only 

           permitted when the terminal trace can be used for that purpose.

12. (a) Members with a disability may receive help in casting, provided they obtain permission from the boat or     

           shore convenor prior to the event.

      (b) At shore outings, members with any pre-existing disability may apply to the shore convenor to fish outwith the 

 immediate area designated as the boundary, should it be felt that access to the fishing area would possibly                        aggravate the disability.  This will be at the discretion of the shore convenor who will also determine the alternative area the disabled member may fish.

13.     That for all shore venues the Club Members will be told of the boundaries for each match beforehand where 

           possible.

14.     Where possible, shore matches may be pegged at the discretion of the Shore Convener.

15.     In the interests of conservation, all fish, when not being kept for the table, should be returned to the water alive.

          This ruling does not apply to catches of tope and skate which must be returned to the water IN ALL CASES.

          Boat caught Rays under 45cm do not qualify as “table” fish, and must be returned alive to the water

16.    At shore outings, all L.S.D., over 35cm in length shall be allocated a weight of 0.8kgs per fish.

          Provision should be made by the shore convenor for the weighing and recording of all fish, be they returned or   

          retained. The shore convenor shall have the overall responsibility for correct identification of fish species

17.     At boat outings a maximum number of fish which can be retained may be imposed by the skipper and / or boat                                                                                                                                                                                 convenor, the boat convenor will relay this information to the membership prior to the outing.

18.     At boat outings, all fish shall be weighed or allocated a set weight at the discretion of the boat convenor.

         The Boat convenor shall have the overall responsibility for correct identification of fish species.

 19.    Boat draw:   When a club boat outing has exceeded the number of anglers, a draw will take place and the    name/names that are drawn out of the hat will be excluded from that trip. Their name will automatically go down for the next      trip if they do wish to go on it. The name / names will not be put into the drawn again until all names have been     exhausted.

20.     Boat placing: A draw will take place before boarding the boat, conducted by the boat convenor to determine the boat placings for each angler, also all monies will be paid in full before boarding. (This will save time from having to move equipment around on the boat.) Anglers shall fish only from their drawn position.

21.      Float fishing: There will be no float fishing allowed on any club boat outing.

24.     Lines down  &  lines  up:  Anglers must follow the boats skipper / boat convenor’s instructions for “lines down”       and  “lines up”. There is to be no deliberate delay in bringing lines up. Any fish hooked clearly after lines up will not count. If an angler has a fish hooked at the shout of “lines up” he / she should clearly state he / she has a fish on.

25.     Points: It is each angler’s responsibility to make sure that all fish are recorded on the score board by shouting the 

          fish size, species and position to the skipper for him to record it.  

          Example spurdog 5 points number 7.

26.     Any member who leaves litter behind, or disposes of litter incorrectly at any Club outing (boat or shore)

          will forfeit all points gained at that outing.                

          Any reported incident of the above must be corroborated by two or more members.

27.     Contravention of any of these rules may result in disqualification.

28.     THE SILVER LURE S.A.C. BOAT AND SHORE CHAMPIONSHIP-POINTS SYSTEM
          Points will be awarded on a percentage basis, the angler taking the winning bag at an outing being awarded one 

          hundred (100) points.  All other anglers weighing in will be awarded points as a percentage of the 

          aforementioned winning bag, their points to be rounded up or down to the nearest whole point.
